Bob Kasolis, Esq. from Brach Eichler represented the objectors, Dr.Wolfgang Hofgartner and Christine Coster.

Mr. Kasolis requested to comment on the resolution and the amended well house plans that were submitted.

He stated that he objects to the new schematic of the well house, citing that the well house, including the base,  appears to be 7 1/2 feet, and not 7 feet as required by the resolution.  In addition, the copper flashing will make it even higher by possibly 3 inches.  This Board only approved 7 feet.
Mr. Kasolis wanted confirmation that the Board approved a setback of 2 feet for the well house where 20 feet is required.

Mr. Chiarolanzio stated that the first drawing was substantially higher than the new drawings.  

Mr. Chiarolanzio also said that the grading is varies around the structure and getting an exact measurement would be difficult.

Mr. Noss stated that the peak does appear to be 1/2 inch higher in the new drawing.
Mr. Iantosca deferred to Mr. Sgaramella the criteria for determining the height of a structure.   

Board Engineer Michael Sgaramella stated that the height is determined by taking the average grade of all sides and the peak of the roof. 
Mr. Tamin asked why there is such a protest about this issue.

Seeing no other comments, Chairman Noss called for a motion.

Mr. Tamin made a motion to approve the resolution for a 7 foot fence, second by Mr. Iantosca.
