facade renovation


Block 801, Lot 3

Applicant is seeking approval for a facade renovation.

Elliot Warm, Esq. represented the applicant.

Salvatore Davino, property owner and David Voight, property manager were sworn in and provided testimony.

Mr. Davino stated that this is a total facade renovation.  It will be accomplished in stages; from Starbuck's to King's.  Then in the adjacent mall, from Hudson City to the Florham Park Liquors.

Mr. Voight expects it to take 4 months to complete.  Material will be stored in the vacant store (former Drug Fair) or down by the liquor store.  

All HVAC units will be screened as per Borough ordinance.

Regarding the recommendation to install new, externally lit signs for the tenants, Mr. Davino stated that as he understood it, this is just a TCTF guideline and not a requirement.  He does not believe that it makes sense to require the present tenants to buy new signage given the current economic climate.  However, as new tenants take occupancy, he will ask that  their signs to comply with these TCTF guidelines.
Mr. Taylor stated that Kings is not complying with their most recent resolution.  There are not enough cart corrals.  Mr. Davino stated that he has a meeting with them, and he will inform them.

It was recommended that perhaps the carts could be stored on the side of the building.

Jane Margulies was concerned with the internal traffic around the Hudson City Savings Bank.  She indicated that there are no stop signs or bars at the intersection of the drive aisle in front of the bank and the side of the bank.  
Mr. Davino stated that he would have a stop sign installed.

Mike Sgaramella asked if the entrances would be enclosed during construction and Mr. Davino stated they would be along with using orange fencing.

Bob Michaels asked about the towers on the facade and if they contained floor space.  

Mr. Davino said that they are decorative and will be lit, but they have no floor space.
Chairman DeAngelis opened the meeting to the public for questions.  Seeing none, he closed the meeting and called for a motion.

Mr. Guerin made a motion to approve the site plan waiver, second by Mrs. Margulies.

Applicant is seeking approval for a change in tenancy.

Melissa Payor, Esq. represented the applicant.  
Tom Scherr, Director of Housing, was sworn in and provided testimony.

Mr. Scherr stated that Alternatives is a non-profit social service agency.  They are a training center for social service providers that assist the special needs population.  They offer training in First Aid, CPR, and a number of other developmental disability needs services.
They are endorsed by the State of New Jersey.

They will have approximately 15 training sessions per month. The maximum number of attendees is 15; however, a typical training session would have about 6-10 people.

The times of training vary throughout the day.  On Saturday, the training is from 9am-3pm.  

The training center will hold sessions for about half the month.  Alternatives will have one staff member there during the other half of the month.  She will perform administrative duties while being there.
There is no medical waste.

Bob Michaels stated that because there is no institutional training involved, this is considered a business and therefore a permitted use.  The square footage of the unit allows for only 4 parking spaces.   When training sessions are held, the applicant will be using more than 4 spaces.
There are 181 parking spaces required for the entire site, yet only 95 are being utilized.  Parking space availability appears to be adequate at this time.  
Mr. Inglesino reviewed the request stating that this is a permitted use, there is adequate parking, and it is a program that is funded by the state.

The Board advised the applicant to be sensitive to the parking issue.

Chairman DeAngelis opened the meeting to the public for questions.  Seeing none, he closed the meeting and called for a motion.

Mr. Cannilla made a motion to approve the site plan waiver, second by Mr. Feith.
