Councilman Germershausen stated that he had some concerns on the terms of the Animal Control Contract.  He indicated he did not wish them to keep the animals for 7 days, as that could become costly.  

Portfolio Discussions:

Councilman Boy:

Councilman Boy indicated the Borough was submitting a letter of intent regarding the Little Red Schoolhouse Grant.  This issue will be discussed at the next work session.  Council Boy also indicated that the Historical Preservation Commission would like to apply for a Grant for the Little Red Schoolhouse and distributed estimates of the probable cost.  Councilman Boy outlined the site work and the estimated cost of each area.  Councilman Boy asked the Council if they would be willing to put up the $48,000.  He indicated that the deadline to submit the application was in March.  
Councilman Boy made a motion to approve the Little Red Schoolhouse Grant match of 20% of the $48,000.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Germershausen

Councilman Boy indicated there was an Employee Smoking Cessation program available through St. Barnabas Hospital.  The cost would be $2,500.00.
