Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the resolution.
U. S. Northeast Properties
Kurt Senesky stated that the resolution of approval for U.S. Northeast Properties has been amended to include language that indicates that approval from the Governing Body is needed for any encroachment by the porte-cochere into the municipal drainage easement. 

After conferring with Brian Burns, Esq., attorney for the applicant, additional language was inserted that provides an option to reconfigure the porte-cochere to eliminate any encroachment, should the Governing Body prohibit this encroachment. 
Brian Burns, who was present at the hearing, reiterated that the porte-cochere is an element of design that the applicant wants to keep.  However, this language will ensure that the applicant is able reconfigure the porte-cochere, if necessary, without the obligation for another Board hearing.
