excess building coverage, rear yard setback

Applicant is seeking approval for a screened in porch over an existing deck. 
Mr. and Mrs. McGough were sworn in by Mr. Senesky.  They stated that they are longtime residents of Florham Park, having moved back last year after a short time living in another town.  They had an existing deck in the rear of the home and they wanted to screen in  a portion of it.  
The setback requirements have changed since the deck was constructed and because of that the deck is now non-conforming.  The rear yard setback used to be 35 feet.  They currently have a 44 foot rear yard setback.  However, since the requirement of 40% rear yard setback was instituted, they now require a rear yard setback of 53.21 feet.
 In addition, adding a roof onto the deck creates more building coverage and will cause a slight violation of that to be 15.5% where 15% is permitted.
Upon inspection, their contractor found that the deck supports were not up to code.  He then removed the deck to replace them, not realizing that when he did that, he now needs a variance to reconstruct the deck as well.  

The request is simply to reconstruct the deck and make it 4 feet wider,  and cover about one half of it with a screened in porch.  It would be a warm weather porch.

They are well within acceptable lot coverage for their zone.

The new roofline will not be seen from the street and the project will have no negative impact on any neighbors.  Many homes in the neighborhood have similar rear yard decks and porches.  

Mr. Noss stated that this is a very modest request and felt that the project will improve their home and outdoor living space.  It will also further enhance the neighborhood.  

There were no questions or comments from any of the Board members, and no member of the public was present.

Mr. Noss asked for a motion.

Mr.  Iantosca made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Chiarolanzio.

Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the application.

On a motion duly made and seconded the meeting was adjourned at 7:25p.m.
