Applicant is seeking approval for a garage addition.
Brian O’Connor and the architect, Allan Andreas, were sworn in.

Mr. Andreas explained that the home is undergoing an extensive renovation project.  The  applicant’s in-laws are Florham Park residents who are downsizing and will be moving in to the home at completion.
Part of the renovation is the addition of a second car garage.  This addition will extend into the front yard setback, however, it will still be behind the existing car garage. The existing home has a front yard setback of 33.8 feet;  and the 2nd car garage will be at 34.8 feet.
Also, as part of this project, there will be a new front entrance with an open air portico that will extend an additional 2 feet further into the setback at 31 feet.
Mr. Andreas stated that all homes in the general area have a established setback of  approximately 33 feet.  This house will not differ from the other homes along the streetscape.
They are compliant on lot coverage and building coverage.

Mr. Cannilla stated that recent amendments to the code permit a home to have a front yard setback that is within 10% of the average of the front setbacks of homes within 200 feet.

He also felt that the variance for the porch and front steps is de minimis and the application is conservative and reasonable.

Mr. Cannilla opened the meeting to the public.

John Wright, 15 Village Road, stated that he will be living in the home.  The renovation to this home will allow him to stay in Florham Park, where he has lived for 48 years.

Seeing no other questions or comments, Mr. Cannilla closed the meeting to the public.

Mr. Cannilla stated that he is pleased that this home will be rehabilitated and not torn down, as many original homes in Florham Park are trending toward.

Mr. Noss agreed that it is a good plan.
Seeing no other comments, Mr. Cannilla called for a motion.

Mr.  Gallina made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Chiarolanzio.

Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the application.

On a motion duly made and seconded the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
