Applicant is seeking approval for the construction of multiple additions.
Carried from the April 15,  2015 meeting without further notice.

Chairman Cannilla recused himself from this application.  Vice-Chairman Noss presided over the meeting. All witnesses were previously sworn in and remained under oath.  

Builder Jimmy Clifford explained that plans have been revised in an effort to lessen the excess building coverage request.  The full front porch has been removed.  It has been replaced with a 4 x 6 landing that includes a covered portico.  The front yard setback will still be non-conforming but at 24.1 ft. This is due to the portico covering  the landing.
In addition, the width of the family room  has been reduced 3 feet on the side and 2 feet on the rear.

The building coverage request is now for 16.8% where 15% is required.  This is nearly half of what was originally requested.  Lot coverage remains conforming and also reduced as a result of this change.  

Mr. Novalis verified that the roof drain will empty into the storm sewer in the front of the home.  He also confirmed that the existing shed will be removed.
Mr. Noss stated that the addition planned on the left of the home looks good and it will give the home the appearance of being more centered on the lot.  He appreciates the applicants effort to get closer to the 15% requirement on building coverage.  Overall, the property is still 3% under the maximum improved lot coverage so there is still a substantial amount of light and air.
Mr. Noss opened the meeting to the public.  Seeing no other questions or comments from the public or the Board members, he called for a motion.
Mr.  Chiarolanzio made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Novalis.

Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to carry the application.

On a motion duly made and seconded the meeting was adjourned at 7:25p.m.
