Call to Order:

Mr. Noss, Vice-Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:33 p.m.

Statement of Adequate Notice:

Applicant is seeking approval for a front yard setback variance

Mr. and Mrs. Narus were sworn in by Mr. Senesky.

Mr. Noss asked Mr. and Mrs. Narus to explain their application.  As part of a roof and front door renovation of the home, Mr. and Mrs. Narus are asking permission to install a portico over the existing front porch.  Mr. Narus indicated that a portico is desired for weather considerations and that it will enhance the home from an esthetic point of view.  The existing porch is 5’8” wide.  The addition of a portico will make the setback approximately 39 feet where 40 feet is the requirement.  

Mr. Noss asked if there were any plans for any more projects that would affect improved coverage.  Mr. Narus stated that there were not.  

Mr. Noss asked if there were any questions from the Board.  Mr. Chiarolanzio asked if the application was just for a front yard setback, or a side yard setback as well.  Mr. Senesky stated that only a front yard setback is needed for this project.  

Mr. Gallina stated that the portico will make a nice addition to the home.  Mr. Chiarolanzio agreed and said that it will break up the flatness of the front of the home.
Mr. Noss stated that the setback of 39 feet should be noted in the resolution because the application and survey do not indicate this.  Mr. Senesky stated that because the survey indicates an existing setback of 43 feet, the actual setback will be slightly less than 39 feet. 

Mr. Noss stated that the request is very reasonable.  It is consistent will other homes in the neighborhood, it will provide shelter, and will make a nice enhancement.
Mr. Noss opened the meeting to the public.  Seeing no one wishing to speak, he closed the meeting and called for a motion.

Mr. Gallina made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Tamin.
Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted approve the application.
