Applicant is seeking approval for a front yard setback variance for a portico

Ms. Sabatos was present was sworn in by Mr. Toniolo.  Mr. Cannilla asked Ms. Sabatos to explain her application.  Ms. Sabatos said she is putting a portico over the existing front porch and is encroaching into the front yard setback by 2.8ft.
Mr. Cannilla said this application is under all other coverage’s and the applicant is asking for a front yard setback variance.  Mr. Cannilla said a while back the ordinance was changed to allow porticos but limited them to 5x6. He said this application is less than 5ft deep and a little over the 6ft wide allowed.  He said this portico is designed to be in keeping with the style of the house.

Mr. Cannilla said it looks like the house to the east of this one is more forward on their lot then this one and Ms. Sabatos said the house across the street has a portico also.

Mr. Noss asked if it will have a field stone look.  Ms. Sabatos said yes wood and fieldstone.  She said the house has the arts and craft style.  Mr. Noss said it will look nice.

Mr. Cannilla opened the meeting to the public, seeing no one wishing to speak, closed the meeting and asked for any more comments.

Mr. Cannilla said the portico does have a benefit to the community and is allowed in the front yard.  He said the porch is slightly larger than allowed and is encroaching less then 3ft into the front yard.

Mr. Noss said this is deminimus and looks good and is a reasonable application.

Mr. Cannilla called for a motion.

Mr. Noss made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Carrao .

Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the application.

Mr. Cannilla asked for a re-org committee.  Mr. Iantosca and Mr. Corrao volunteered.
Mr. Cannilla said that Mr. Filippone will be leaving.  He thanked him for his service to the Board.
