Mr. Cannilla, Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:38 p.m.

Applicant is seeking approval for a front yard setback variance for a portico

Mr. & Mrs. Wasdyke were sworn in.
Mr. Cannilla asked them to explain their application. 
Mrs. Wasdyke stated that they would like to construct a portico over the existing front porch.  The porch platform 5 ft. x 8 ft. which is somewhat larger than what is permitted, creating the need for a variance.  They would like this addition for protection from the elements such as rain and snow.  It also would provide some dimension to the front of the home which is rather flat.  In addition, they believe that by enhancing the look of their home, the neighborhood would benefit by becoming more esthetically appealing.

Mr. Cannilla stated that recent modifications were implemented allowing for construction of porticos up to a 5 ft. x 6 ft. roofed area over a porch without variance relief. This application is only slightly wider than that.   All the other dimensions are compliant.
Mr. Cannilla felt that the front of the home would be consistent with the other homes with porticos on the street.  He agrees that the neighborhood will also be enhanced by this addition.
Mr. Senesky explained that the portico will not only will provide protection from the elements but it will improve the appearance of the property and those in the neighborhood, justifying the criteria in both ways.

Mr. Gallina thinks that the portico will be a nice improvement.

Mr. Cannilla opened the meeting to the public.  Seeing no questions, he closed the meeting and asked for a motion.
Mr.  Gallina made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Chiarolanzio.
