Applicant is seeking approval for excessive lot coverage.

Mr. Samuel DeAngelis, Esq. was present representing the applicant and Mr. Nesser the engineer was also present.  Mr. DeAngelis said Mr. Nesser had submitted revised plans with a cover sheet showing the corrections.
Mr. Cannilla said he can see where additional dry wells/seepage pits were added; they relocated the shed and re-did the calculations.  He said the lot coverage is now 23.9% and the building coverage is now 7%.
Mr. Nesser said the coverage was 23.52% and with the addition of the shed it is now 23.9%.  Mr. Senesky asked if the shed was calculated in the building coverage and he said yes.  Mr. Senesky said he would correct the numbers in paragraph #6 in the resolution.

Mr. Cannilla confirmed that the pool and small deck brought the coverage up to the 20% allowed and the cabana and patio bring it up to the 23.9%.

Mr. Noss said he is concerned that they started with a 5.9% building coverage and now are requesting 7%.  He wanted to know what the additional coverage is.  Mr. Nesser said it is the cabana which is 1100 sq ft and the shed.
The Board confirmed the numbers for the resolution and Mr. Senesky said the Board can approve the resolution with these changes.

Mr. Noss said again that he is still concerned about the building increase of 40%.  He understands this is an oversized lot but the Board has never granted such a large increase.

Mr. Cannilla opened the meeting to the public, seeing no one wishing to speak, closed the meeting and asked for any additional comments.

Mr. Cannilla called for a motion on the application portion.

Mr. Iantosca made a motion to approve the application, second by Mr. Gallina.  Mr. Noss voted no.
Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the application.

Mr. Cannilla called for a motion on the resolution with the corrections that were discussed.

Mr. Iantosca made a motion to approve the resolution with corrections, second by Mr. Gallina.
