Call to Order:

Mr. Cannilla, Chairman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Statement of Adequate Notice:

Mr. Cannilla issued the following statement:

Applicant is seeking approval for a warehouse.   

Carried from the September 5, 2012 meeting.
Mr. Cannilla verified that a vote on the application is needed.  He believes that the Board has enough information to make an informed decision on which to vote upon. 

Mr. Cannilla asked for thoughts and comments from the Board on the prepared resolution.

Mr. Cannilla stated that he has no significant issues with the wording changes that were submitted by Brian Burns, Esq., attorney for the applicant.

Mr. Cannilla offered the following comments:

#6 of the draft resolution - applicant also accepts/imports glass tile, stone tile etc. for sale in the US
He confirmed that those imports represent 30% of his business.  70% of his business is plastic of which 98% is post industrial, and 2% is post consumer. 
He asked if the Board is comfortable or still needs to get comfortable with the 2% that is post consumer.
#7 - add "on this property" after by his company.

Mr. Senesky asked Mr. Burns to comment on the change to the number of employees (page 8).
Mr. Burns stated that  3-5 employees would be working in the warehouse portion.  There could be up to 10 employees that will work in the office section (4722 sq. ft.) of the warehouse.  He added that there is plenty of onsite parking.
Mr. Cannilla wanted that validated by the Municipal Engineer.

Mr. Noss asked if anyone looked at the sprinkler system.

Mr. Burns said that there have only been conversations with the Construction Official, Fire Official and the Fire Chief.  They will follow all code requirements.  

The fire extinguishers will also be evaluated to handle the fire load.

Mr. Cannilla wants to add post industrial plastic recyclable material to page 1.

Mr. Noss  verified that ventilation is discussed in the resolution and Mr. Burns stated that it is on page 9.
Mr. Chiarolanzio asked what would happen if hazardous materials are received by the applicant.  

Mr. Cannilla stated that he is required by law to manage it.

Mr. Chiarolanzio asked if it was possible that a delivery truck would need to park on the site overnight.

Mr. Rosen said that it should not happen because the trucks cannot arrive late, only within the operating hours.
Mr. Burns stated that they can add to the resolution  "Deliveries to be made within normal operating hours; no overnight parking".

Mr. Cannilla stated that the sprinkler engineer cost must be the responsibility of the applicant and Mr. Burns agreed to that.

Mr. Senesky will add language to address this, "to the satisfaction of the construction official".

Mr. Noss wants to be sure that the professional engineers are involved  in the process and it was stated that the involvement of the professionals is part of the building application process.

With regard to the post consumer product, Mr. Burns stated that it must be disposed of or sent back.

Mr. Cannilla said that contradicts testimony that Mr. Rosen offered that indicated that he ships this to China.

Mr. Rosen stated that he will agree to no post-consumer material; he will process only post-industrial.

The Board was more comfortable with just post-industrial.

This was clarified by Mr. Burns who stated that TV shells, unused chair and plastic parts from finished products would only be from factory overruns or defective products.

Mr. Cannilla confirmed that it would be post-industrial only, not deconstructed.

Mr. Noss clarified that all material received at this location for exportation purposes would be 100% plastic.  It is understood that the applicant also imports glass, stone, tile for sale in the U.S.

Mr. Cannilla asked for an updated version of the resolution with the changes discussed.

Mr. Noss was concerned with the truck traffic signage in the parking lot.  

Mr. Senesky stated that the previous discussion it was agreed that they will defer to the Municipal Engineer.

Mr. Noss would like a "Caution Children" sign placed in the lot due to the children's museum that is also located there.

Mr. Senesky will add it to the resolution.

Mr. Burns asked if the applicant can move forward with beginning the permitting process.
Mr. Senesky said "yes" and stated that he would forward the resolution to Steve Jones, Construction Official as soon as he has it prepared.

Mr.  DeAngelis made a motion to approve the application with the changes discussed incorporated into the resolution, second by Mr. Chiarolanzio.

Roll Call:  On a roll call vote all members present and eligible voted to approve the application.

On a motion duly made and seconded the meeting was adjourned at 8:20p.m.
