He said there will be 40 employees and the number of clients at one time could be a maximum of 10.  There will be normal deliveries and no changes to the HVAC system or signage.

Mr. Quinn said there is an inconsistency in the application of the maps showing the exact location of the tenant.  He said the floor plan map with the gray area marked lease is the incorrect location.

Mr. Sgaramella said all his questions have been addressed.

Mr. DeAngelis confirmed there is adequate parking on this site.

Mr. Guerin asked if their hours of operation could be later if their clients are there late.  Mr. Nathan Puglesi was sworn in by Mr. Inglesino and said he is the branch manager of Amerprise.  He said they are relocating from Parsippany to Florham Park and on rare occasions they stay late for a client meeting.

Mr. Taylor asked how much space is vacant in this building.  Mr. Lynch said about 50,000 square feet.

Mr. DeAngelis opened the meeting to the public, seeing no one wishing to speak, closed the meeting and called for a motion.
